Each academic year, the Outstanding Doctorate Awards are granted to the theses which were defended two years before. The minimum requirement is to have obtained the cum laude mention. The evaluations made by the board of examiners in the thesis defence process will also be taken into account.
If you wish to request it, you must submit the corresponding application form and accreditation of the merits to the International School for Postgraduate Studies (EIP) via e-mail at (epdoctorado@ugr.es). The request will be assessed in accordance with the scale provided by each doctoral school throughout the month of February. The documents must include a self-assessment report, as well as justification of how the work submitted derives directly from the doctoral thesis.
If the minimum number of theses required in any of the fields in an academic year is not met, the awards may be granted the year in which this number is reached, based on the accumulation of theses from previous years.
