

Agreement between

the University XXX,

and

the Universidad de Granada

concerning the management of the 

Double Degree Programme in [master ] and [master UGR]

On the one hand, [Name of Rector or legal representative], acting as legal representative and Rector of [name of institution], a higher education institution recognised by [founding norm or statute], whose registered address is [full official address of institution],


And, on the other, Francisco González Lodeiro, acting on behalf of the University of Granada (Spain), of which he is Rector as per Decree 194/2011, dated 14th June (BOJA number 118, June 17th, 2011), Article 20.1 of the Organic Law of Universities 6/2001, dated 21st December, and Article 45, k) of the University of Granada Statutes, the registered address of the institution being C/ Cuesta del Hospicio s/n, 18071 Granada (Spain),  

Mindful of the importance of deepening the existing cultural, scientific and academic links between the two institutions, and acknowledging the positive outcomes achieved thanks to the collaborative activities in place since the year [XXXX] under the auspices of the framework/specific/mobility agreement [date and reference], agree to establish and launch a Double Master’s Degree Programme in line with the following clauses:

I. Purpose and Scope of the Agreement

This agreement is made between:

the Universidad de Granada (UGR)

 (hereinafter referred to as the cooperating universities or the parties).

Within these universities the units responsible are:

International School for Postgraduate Studies  (UGR)  

The purpose of this agreement is to record the decisions and commitments of the cooperating universities in managing a Double Master’s Degree programme at XXX and XXX, and to outline the principles and terms of their cooperation. The cooperating universities are accredited to deliver Master’s degrees according to their respective national legislation.

This agreement will be implemented within the legal requirements of each cooperating university. The provisions of this agreement shall not be construed in such a way as to diminish the full autonomy of either of the institutions.

II. Awarding of Degrees

             1. The students participating  in the Double Degree programme will be enrolled on:

2. Once the students have successfully fulfilled the requirements of both degrees, as established in Annex 1, each institution or relevant authority will issue the corresponding award and a Diploma Supplement certifying the degree and the results obtained, in compliance with that institution's regulations. Under no circumstances will the cooperating university award the degree without the student having first obtained their degree from the university of origin via which they gained access to the programme. 

III. Monitoring Committee

The cooperating universities will establish a Monitoring Committee responsible for the management, supervision and coordination of the Double Degree programme. On the part of the UGR, those charged with forming part of this Committee will be a representative of the International School for Postgraduate Studies, a representative of the Vice-Rector’s Office for International Relations and Development Cooperation, and the Coordinator of the Master’s Programme in [name of programme]. On the part of the [cooperating university], those charged with forming part of the Committee will be . . .


1. The Monitoring Committee will discuss all major academic and administrative issues related to the Double Degree programme, including any changes made to the the programme description (Annex I). All decisions will be subject to final approval by the cooperating universities.  


2. The cooperating universities will ensure that the necessary academic and administrative means are in place to execute this agreement at their respective institutions, including adequate administrative structures.

IV. Programme structure

1. The Double Degree will be offered as a full-time study programme. The nominal length of study is [1/2] academic years. The programme will be approved by the cooperating universities in line with local regulations.

2. The running of this programme, the award of the degree, and the rights and responsibilities of students following the programme will be subject to the respective national and institutional frameworks.

3. The Double Degree programme will be delivered in [Spanish/English] at the UGR and [XXX] at XXX (initials of the cooperating university). 

4. The minimum level of competence in [Spanish/English/French/Other] required in order to participate in the programme is [B1/B2] and this will be accredited according to the official procedures established for this purpose at each of the cooperating universities.

5. The cooperating universities have agreed on a programme description (see Annex I) for the Double Degree programme, outlining admission requirements, admission procedures, core content, the academic structure of the programme, mobility, and recognition by each of the two institutions of the subjects studied in the other.  

6. When assessing students on each of their subjects, each cooperating university will apply their own existing grading system, in line with their national and institutional legislation. The official conversion tables for gradesform part of the present Agreement (see Annex II). This information will be specified in the Diploma Supplement. 

7. Student mobility is an essential and integral part of the Double Degree programme: 


- Students from the UGR will study [1/2 semesters/academic year] at the [cooperating university]


-  Students from [cooperating university] will study [1/2 semesters/academic year] at the UGR

8. Teacher mobility is also an essential part of the Double Degree programme. As far as funding allows, lecturers from both the cooperating universities, as well as visiting scholars from other institutions, will teach on the programme.

9. The Double Degree programme will be subject to systematic evaluation and quality assurance so as to support its on-going development, cf. articles 1 and 2 under section VII of this Agreement and in accordance with the respective quality assurance systems of the two qualifications of origin.

V. Student admission, registration and attendance 

1. The number of students to be admitted in each cohort is to be negotiated annually between the cooperating institutions via the Monitoring Committee. This will be agreed in light of local capacity and policies. As a guiding principle the figure will be XX. 

2. The admissions process will be conducted by each cooperating institution in accordance with the Double Degree programme's admission requirements, as specified in the programme description (see Annex I). 

3. In the case of the UGR, the Admissions Committee will comprise the UGR members of the Monitoring Committee. In the case of [cooperating university] the Admissions Committee will comprise [….].

4. In the case of an appeal relating to an individual admissions decision, the appeals policy and procedures of the institution concerned will be followed.

5. Students admitted to the programme will be enrolled at their university of origin but will be considered students of both institutions from the point of initiating their mobility.

6. Students will be subject to the regulations and procedures of the institution at which they are attending lectures and are assessed or sit examinations in any given semester (see Annex III). During their time at the institution, students will be provided with the same academic resources and support services that are available to all students at that institution.

7. The appeals policy and procedures at each individual institution in matters relating to modules or subjects on the Double Degree programme, assessment, and other such issues of a practical nature, are subject to the national and institutional regulations pertaining to the institution responsible for delivering the module or subject in question. 

VI. Tuition fees and students’ financial responsibilities

1. All students admitted to the Double Degree programme are liable to pay tuition fees to the home university only. 

2. Students will be financially responsible for:

a. Travel to and from the institutions they are attending during the length of the programme.

b. International insurance cover relevant to their study period at the host institution (including cover for accident and illness, and repatriation if necessary during their time abroad).

c. The issuing of the degree certificate and related administrative costs.

d. Books, stationery, etc.

e. Visas, travel documents, etc.

f. Accommodation and living expenses.

g. Student associations and general service charges.

3. Each cooperating university will endeavour to ensure that students benefit from financial support for their mobility from the European Union mobility programmes or similar sources, in line with their institution’s conditions and criteria. 

VII. Quality assurance

1. The cooperating universities agree to establish a quality assurance system to uphold and enhance the quality of the Double Degree programme. This system will operate in accordance with the minimum standards of quality assurance of the cooperating universities.

2. The Monitoring Committee will meet at least once a year to discuss the curriculum and to propose any modifications or improvements to the Double Degree programme that it deems necessary. The Committee will deliver an annual evaluation report to the cooperating universities.

VIII.
Intellectual Property Rights 

      In the case of intellectual property rights generated as a result of this Double Degree programme, the national regulations by which each institution is bound shall be adhered to.

IX.      Data Protection

As and where applicable, the Parties undertake to adhere to Law 15 (that is, the Spanish Data Protection Act, 13 December 1999) and the pertinent regulation on its implementation, as well as the xxxx legislation in force in xxxx.

X.
Disputes, renewal, termination, and amendment 

1. This Agreement will be in force for a period of five years, starting from the academic year 20XX–20XX, from the point at which it is duly approved by both institutions. The Agreement may be extended by mutual written consent of the two Parties.

2. Any changes or amendments to this Agreement, at the time of renewal or while the agreement is in effect, must be in writing and explicitly approved by both cooperating universities.

3. The cooperating universities agree to resolve any dispute arising from this Agreement in an amicable fashion.

4. Either cooperating university may withdraw from this Agreement by giving written notice to the other institution at least six months prior to the expiry date of the Agreement. However, students who have already commenced their studies at the cooperating university at the date of termination are entitled to complete their course of study at the institution in question, and as such it is the duty of the cooperating universities to guarantee that the students’ right to satisfactorily complete the programme is respected.
